Men’s Tennis is also making a trip to the NCAA Quarterfinals, where it will face second-seeded Emory. It’s the ninth year in a row Coach Dave Johnson has led the team to at least the Elite Eight. Women’s Tennis also made NCAAs, falling in the round of 16 to Middlebury.

Women’s Crew will race in its third NCAA Div. III Championship in four years after taking second at New Englands. The Men’s Crew Varsity Eight finished fourth in New England.

A young Men’s Golf team took 22nd at NCAAs in Orlando, while Women’s Golf, finishing just its first varsity season, ended its year fourth in Williams’ six-team home invite.
